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CCSWA Recycling Drop-Off Program Expands

In April, the Clearfield County Solid Waste
Authority (CCSWA) placed recycling
drop-off containers at seven new sites
throughout the county.
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In April, the Clearfield County
Solid Waste Authority's Recy-
cling Drop Off Program added
seven new drop-off sites,
bringing the total number of
County-sponsored sites to
nineteen.

The new drop-off sites are lo-
cated at the municipal build-
ings in Chest, Decatur, Fergu-
son, Girard, Gulich and Mozrris
Townships, as well as at the
Glen Richey Fire Hall. The
distinctive blue recycling con-
tainers accept clear glass bot-
tles and jars, aluminum, tin,
steel and bi-metal cans, and
newspaper. Each container is
clearly marked with instruc-
tions for placing items in the
bins.

The containers also are
marked with decals indicating
that the disposal of garbage
within any recycling container
is considered illegal dumping,
with fines of up to $1,000 for
violators. An officer of the
County authorized to enforce
municipal illegal dumping or-
dinances routinely monitors
these sites.

Recyclable items placed in the
bins should be rinsed clean,
and all lids should be removed.
Newspapers should be kept
dry and can be bundled,
placed in grocery bags, or
loosely placed in the drop-off
container.

The recycling containers are
emptied regularly by Onyx
Waste Services, which also
processes and markets the re-
cycled materials.

Approximately 93% of the
county's population lives within
a five-mile radius of a drop-off
box. Sites were located along
major routes so that all county
residents could pass one of
these sites on their way to
work, shopping, or other activi-
ties.

The Clearfield County Solid
Waste Authority has a year-
round public education pro-
gram consisting of radio, news-
paper, and television advertise-
ments as well as presentations
to schools, civic organizations,
and municipal governments by
the County Recycling Coordi-
nator.

Thanks to this effort, the
County saw a 30% increase in
recycling tonnage from 2001
to 2002 at the existing twelve
drop-off sites. Now, with
nineteen sites available and
continued education efforts,
the CCSWA is confident that
the amount of waste recycled
in the County will increase
even further, making Clear-
field County a more attractive
place in which to live and
work.

Moshannon State Forest Cleanup

Even rainy weather couldn't
dampen the spirits of the
dozen or so volunteers that
turned out May 10 to help
clean up a dumpsite in the
Moshannon State Forest.

The Jefferson County chapter
of PA CleanWays organized
the cleanup as part of the
DCNR's Forest Lands Beautifi-
cation Program. Other partici-
pants in the cleanup included
local residents, DCNR em-
ployees, staff from the PA
CleanWays state headquarters

in Greensburg, and representa-
tives from both the Clearfield
County and Jefferson County
Solid Waste Authorities.

The site along Mill Run Road in
Huston Township was littered
with construction and demoli-
tion debris, beer bottles and
cans, deer carcasses, tires, and
other bulky items.

Volunteers spent nearly six
hours cleaning up the site, and
the equivalent of approximately
three to four truckloads of trash

was hauled away. This was in
addition to two truckloads of

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Volunteer Opportunities

OK, so you've been recy-
cling and maybe even car-
pooling to work. But have
you always wanted to do
something more to help the
environment but didn't
know where to get started?

If you have some spare time on your
hands, consider becoming a volunteer.
Opportunities are always available if you
know where to look. Here a few pro-
grams in Clearfield County that currently
need volunteers:

. Forest Lands Beautification
Program

PA CleanWays coordinates the Forest
Lands Beautification Program, a five-year
effort to clean up 200 dump sites in the
state's forests and park lands. Volunteers
are needed to help remove trash from
dumpsites throughout the state, as well as
to monitor clean sites to report future ille-
gal dumping activity.

Locally, program volunteers in Clearfield
County recently performed a clean up of
Mill Run Road in the Moshannon State Forest
(see story on Page 1).

Both individuals and groups are encouraged
I to volunteer to help with clean up efforts.

However, volunteers must be at least 12
years of age. Youth volunteers must also
present signed parental consent forms be-
fore participating in a cleanup. Parental con-
sent forms are available at the Forest Lands
Beautification Program website.

The program's website (www.cleanpaforests.
org) also contains a complete list of dump-
sites, a schedule of upcoming cleanup efforts
around the state, and updates on cleaned
sites.

Environmental Corps

The Clearfield County Senior Environmental
Corps (CCSEC) was formed in 2001 as a lo-

cal outgrowth of the Environmental Alli-
ance for Senior Involvement (EASI). EASI
is a national organization headquartered
in Virginia that combines the forces of
environmental, aging, and volunteer or-
ganizations to increase opportunities for
older adults to play an active role in pro-
tecting the environment.

Members of the CCSEC currently per-
form water monitoring of ten waterways
throughout the county. No experience is
necessary: you will be trained by the
CCSEC. Volunteers are also needed to
help with mailings, performing data en-
try, grant writing, and updating the or-
ganization's website.

Year In Review - 2002 Program Totals

ILLEGAL DUMPING

The Clearfield County Solid waste Author-
ity (CCSWA) offers free enforcement ser-
vices to address illegal dumping in any
municipality that adopts an “anti-
dumping” ordinance provided by the
Authority.

With the addition of Covington Township
in February 2003, there are currently 33
municipalities in Clearfield County par-
ticipating in this highly effective program.

In 2002, the Authority received a total of
160 illegal dumping complaints. 68 of
those complaints resulted in violators re-
moving 41 tons of waste. 9 complaints
resulted in citations being filed, 10 were
referred to other agencies, 72 complaints
lacked sufficient evidence, and 1 was

considered to be a non-waste-related
nuisance and was not investigated further.

Since the program's inception in April 1999,
the CCSWA has received a total of 544 illegal
dumping complaints. The investigation of
these complaints has resulted in the removal
of over 112.5 tons of waste.

RECYCLING DROP-OFF PROGRAM

The CCSWA operates a countywide recy-
cling drop-off program, which consisted of
12 sites in 2002. Last year these sites ac-
cepted 120.54 tons of newspaper, 37.48 tons
of clear glass, 33.34 tons of steel and 3.45
tons of aluminum. These amounts represent
a 30% increase over amounts recycled in
2001.

Since the beginning of the program in 1998,
the drop-off sites have resulted in the recy-

cling of 332.2 tons of newspaper, 118.8
tons of clear glass, 71.0 tons of steel and
8.7 tons of aluminum.

APPLIANCE/TIRE RECYCLING SITE

The CCSWA also operates a permanent
site located at the county jail for residents
and commercial businesses to recycle
appliances and tires. In 2002, the site ac-
cepted 2,238 tires and 754 appliances for
recycling.

From 1999 to 2002, over 7,800 tires and
over 3,800 appliances have been recy-
cled at this site.

In 2002, 68 illegal dumping
complaints in Clearfield County

resulted in the removal of
41 tons of waste.

tires and metal items that were taken to
Clearfield County's Appliance and Tire
Recycling Site to be recycled, an effort

made possible by the Clearfield County
Solid Waste Authority.

Thanks to the hard work of these dedicated
volunteers, a significant source of pollution
to Mill Run and its tributaries has been elimi-

nated and the land has been returned to
its natural state.

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Forming a PA CleanWays Chapter

PA CleanWays is a nonprofit organi-
zation that works to unite communi-
ties and build partnerships to imple-
ment its programs and advance its
mission of eliminating illegal dump-
ing and littering in Pennsylvania.

Rather than focus on just "doing" a
certain number of cleanups each
year, the organization provides
technical support and helps citizens
find the resources they need to start
removing litter and dumps from
their communities.

The first step in forming a chapter is
holding an informational meeting in
the county. This meeting brings
together local people who share
concerns about littering and illegal
dumping and are interested in im-

proving their communities. A PA
CleanWays representative attends
this meeting to present information
about PA CleanWays strategies and
successes. The representative also
discusses the benefits of forming a
chapter as well as the administrative
and management requirements of
being a nonprofit organization.

A core group of 9-13 dedicated peo-
ple is needed to serve on a chapter
advisory board and to actively pro-
mote the chapter in the county.
