
Illegal Dumping Program to Add Surveillance Equipment 

Until Labor Day, you can recycle your old 
computer or other electronic equipment for 

free at Office Depot. 

Illegal dumpsites not only 
ruin scenery, but they can 
also create hazards for wild-
life and outdoor enthusiasts.  
Discarded tires or other items 
containing standing water can 
become breeding grounds 
for disease-carrying insects, 
like mosquitoes that carry the 
West Nile virus.  Dumped 
materials can also leech into 
groundwater and taint water 
supplies. 
 
The money currently budg-
eted by the CCSWA will be

dumping more trash.  In addi-
tion, the surveillance videos 
can be used as evidence in 
prosecution efforts. 
 
The Pennsylvania Department 
of Conservation and Natural 
Resources (DCNR) already 
makes use of surveillance cam-
eras at illegal dumpsites in 
some state forests.  According 
to DCNR Secretary Michael 
DiBerardinis, “Because dum-
pers will never know where the 
cameras are, they might think 
twice about dumping”.  The 
CCSWA believes this will also 
be the case for its program. 

At their July 8, 2004 meeting, 
the Clearfield County Solid 
Waste Authority approved the 
purchase of approximately 
$5,000 of surveillance equip-
ment to be placed at illegal 
dumping “hot spots” around 
the County. 
 
One of the biggest challenges 
to the CCSWA’s Illegal Dump-
ing Enforcement Program is 
keeping some already 
cleaned up dumpsites free of 
new trash.  It is hoped that the 
surveillance cameras will help 
deter offenders from illegally 

For a limited time, Office De-
pot will recycle your unwanted 
technology equipment.  Now 
through Labor Day, you can 
bring old PCs, laptops, print-
ers, cell phones, and televi-
sions to Office Depot.   
 
Office Depot will then send 
these items to Hewlett-
Packard’s recycling plants, 
where they will be processed 
into material to make new 
products. 
 
Computer and electronics 
makers are under increasing 
pressure to recycle.  Most 
electronics contain lead, mer-
cury, or other substances that 
can be harmful if they are 
dumped in landfills.   
 
Hewlett-Packard--now known 
more simply as “H-P”--already 
offers PC recycling through 
the mail.  But it typically 
charges around $35 for ship-
ping and processing.  So this 
free offer isn’t one to be 
passed up! 
 
You can bring any manufac-
turer’s products to Office De-

pot for recycling, not just H-P’s.  
Plus, this service is absolutely 
free.  However, the offer is lim-
ited to one product per cus-
tomer per day.    
 
The following items all qualify 
for this service:   

• PCs, mice, keyboards 
• Handhelds/PDAs 
• Monitors 
• Flat panel displays 
• Laser & inkjet printers 
• Scanners 
• All-in-Ones 
• Digital cameras 
• Fax machines 
• Desktop copiers 
• Cell phones 
• TVs (27” and smaller 

only, no consoles) 
• TV/VCR combos 27” 

and smaller 
 
Remember, Office Depot is 
only offering this free service 
until September 6, 2004.  For

If you can’t make it to an Office 
Depot to recycle your obsolete 

technology equipment, there 
are a few other places you 
can contact to recycle un-
wanted electronics items.   
 
Goodwill Industries accepts 
computers, adding machines, 
and other office equipment as 
long as the equipment is still 
in good working condition (in 
the DuBois area call (814) 
371-2821; in the Clearfield 
area call (814) 765-9302).   
 
In addition to office equip-
ment, the DuBois Goodwill 
accepts used cell phones.  In 
Clearfield, Community Ac-
tion, Inc. - Crossroads Project 
also accepts used cell 
phones.  However, the 
phones cannot be more than 
three years old.  Call (814) 
768-7200 for details.   
 
Other community service 
agencies in your area may 
also accept used cell phones 
or other office equipment.  
Local government offices may 
even be looking for a gently 
used computer.  It can’t hurt 
to ask, and you might even 
help someone out. 
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Recycling Performance 
Grants Available  

 
DEP awards Act 101, Section 904, 
Recycling Program Performance 
Grants to all local governments in 
the state with recycling programs.   
 
Grant award amounts are based on 
the total tons recycled and the ap-
plicant’s recycling rate.  Funds from 
this grant program may be used for 
any municipal purpose. 
 
To apply for this year’s round of 
Recycling Program Performance 
Grants, contact DEP’s Bureau of 
Land Recycling and Waste Manage-
ment at (717) 787-7382.  The 
deadline for applications is Septem-
ber 30, 2004.  Additional informa-
tion is also available on DEP’s web-
site:  www.dep.state.pa.us. 
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If you were given $1,000 to use to conduct 
a cleanup in your community, how long 
would it take you to spend it?  A few 
weeks?  Six months?  A year?  How about 
almost five years?  That’s how long it’s 
been since some municipalities in 
Clearfield County were awarded $1,000 
grants as an incentive to join the CCSWA’s 
Illegal Dumping Enforcement Program.   
 
Beginning in 1999, the first twenty munici-
palities that joined the CCSWA’s illegal 
dumping program were committed $1,000 
each to conduct a community cleanup.  
Five years later, seventeen municipalities 
still haven’t used part or all of their grants.  
Is your municipality one of them?  The ta-
ble at the right shows how much money 
each municipality has left of their $1,000 
grants. 
 
These “grants” are actually commitments 
of funds for cleanup projects.  The CCSWA 
will help you make all the arrangements 
for a cleanup, and your grant funds are 
used to pay the bills.  In addition, any tires 
or appliances recovered from a dumpsite 
will be accepted at the CCSWA’s perma-
nent recycling collection site free of 
charge. 

The $1,000 grant funds can be used to 
cover the supplies, transportation and 
disposal costs associated with a cleanup 
project.  Your municipality or community 
organization is encouraged to provide 
any equipment needed, such as a back-
hoe, and to pick up the trash.   
 
Because grant monies are limited, they 
are typically used to buy garbage bags 
and other supplies, to cover the cost of 
renting trucks and roll-off containers, or 
to pay landfill disposal fees.   
 
If your municipality hasn’t spent all of its 
money, contact our office to plan a clean-
up project or to identify a local group that 
may be interested in organizing a 
cleanup.  Or, notify us if your municipal-
ity is willing to make your grant funds 
available for other projects around the 
county.   
 
Help us make Clearfield County a safer, 
more beautiful, and healthier place to 
live.

CCSWA to Kick Off  “Buy Recycled” Campaign 

You already know the “3 Rs” of recycling:  
Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle.  But there is 
also a fourth “R”:  Re-buy.  Re-buying re-
fers to buying products made from recy-
cled materials.  Only when recycled mate-
rial is made into a new product, ends up 
on a store shelf and is bought again has it 
completed its journey and “closed the 
loop.”   
 
To encourage municipalities to help close 
the loop, the Clearfield County Solid 
Waste Authority is kicking off a “Buy Recy-
cled” campaign this fall.  The CCSWA 
hopes to inform local purchasing officials 
about the benefits of buying “green,” as 
well as to make them aware of an existing 
statewide cooperative purchasing pro-
gram for recycled products. 
 
When consumers buy recycled products, 
they create an economic incentive for re-
cyclable materials to be collected, manu-
factured, and marketed as new products.  
For example, one of the reasons why 
Clearfield County doesn’t collect plastics 
at its countywide drop-off locations is be-
cause there just isn’t a large enough mar-
ket in our area to make recycling plastic 

bottles cost-effective.  But by buying re-
cycled products, you can help create 
new markets for recycled products and 
thereby help make everyone’s recycling 
efforts economically viable. 
 
Pennsylvania state government already 
has several contracts to buy recycled 
goods, such as recycled content office 
paper, and these contracts can be used 
by any of Pennsylvania’s political subdi-
visions.  Known as the Commonwealth 
Cooperative Purchasing Program, this 
program allows local public agencies to 
buy recycled items directly from state 
contracts.  Because these are existing 
state contracts, you do not need to worry 
about bidding.  In addition to being able 
to say that your organization is taking 
part in a green purchasing program, you 
can save time and money by taking ad-
vantage of this program. 
 
To participate in the program, your or-
ganization must file a resolution with the 
Department of General Services.  To 
learn more, call (717) 787-1105 or visit 
www.dgs.state.pa.us.  
 

If you’re still not sure about green procure-
ment, the Public Recycling Officials of 
Pennsylvania (PROP) has created an infor-
mational video to help you understand the 
various issues and to show you many of the 
recycled products that are available today.

To help generate interest in the Common-
wealth Cooperative Purchasing Program 
and other efforts to buy recycled goods, the 
CCSWA will be sending a free ream of re-
cycled paper to each of the County’s 51 
municipalities this fall.  The recycled paper 
was obtained by a recently awarded 902 
recycling grant from the Pennsylvania De-
partment of Environmental Protection.   
 
The free paper is also being sent out to 
show people that recycled paper is every 
bit as good as virgin paper.  In exchange 
for the paper, municipalities will be asked 
to complete a brief survey about how they 
liked or disliked their free sample of recy-
cled paper.

The Alternative Fuels Incentive Grant Program 
provides financial assistance and information 
about alternative fuels and vehicles to improve 
air quality and to reduce our dependence on 
foreign oil. 
 
Grants will pay 20% of eligible program costs, 
with more than $15 million available to be 
awarded in this grant cycle.  The application 
deadline is October 1, 2004.   
 
Projects eligible under this program include: 

• Purchasing alternative fuel vehicles 
• Converting existing vehicles to operate 

on alternative fuels 
• Purchasing and installing alternative 

fuel refueling or recharging facilities

well as work with DEP regional watershed 
coordinators on proposals and projects. 
 
Although grant money for this round is part 
of DEP’s 2004-05 fiscal year appropriation, 
future prospects are grim:  DEP’s Growing 
Greener program is in trouble. 
 
The General Assembly adjourned for the 
summer without passing the Governor’s plan 
to expand and enhance Growing Greener.  
This resulted in the loss of additional re-
sources that Governor Rendell had proposed 
to dedicate to the Environmental Steward-
ship Fund to invest in watershed groups, 
county conservation districts and other envi-
ronmental programs.
